Earlier this year Surrey County Council announced that they need to make
savings of £66m to balance their budget for 2018/19.

Full details of how Surrey’s cost saving programme will affect Spelthorne residents are
not yet known but it is likely to affect the services provided, or funded, by Surrey. Some of
Surrey’s saving initiatives, such as changes to fire stations, were announced last year but
further significant reductions are on the horizon. Here are some of the reductions which
have recently been announced:

At Spelthorne Council we are closely monitoring the situation and doing all we can to
minimise the impact on our residents but the scale of the cost savings which Surrey need
to achieve mean it will not be possible for Spelthorne to step-in in every single instance.

Pot holes in Surrey SURREY
The state of the roads is frustrating many of our residents
who contact us by the hundreds by phone, email, social
media and even visiting the Council. However, it is Surrey
County Council who are responsible for the upkeep of our
roads and pavements, not Spelthorne Borough Council.

A petition has been set up to ask the government

to debate Surrey’s pothole issues in the Houses of
Parliament. The online petition asks the government to
reform the funding formula which decides how much
cash should be given for road repairs. Surrey County
Council says the method for calculating the amount
penalises the County because it is calculated on the
length of a road and not the volume of traffic.

Spelthorne calls

for Heathrow
compensation for
residents

Heathrow's recent consultation showed just how much
the planned expansion is likely to affect people’s day to
day lives. Although the Council has been a long-standing
supporter of Heathrow expansion due to the economic
benefits, it is imperative that residents are properly
compensated.

The Council is particularly concerned that, under the
current proposals, Spelthorne residents will not benefit
from the package of measures known as the “Wider
Property Offer Zone.” These measures include residents
being able to sell their home at the market value of the
property “as if expansion had never been promised or
taken place” plus a 25% uplift.

Excluding south of the airport from the WPOZ suggests
that Heathrow has come to the conclusion that
Spelthorne communities will not be newly impacted by
expansion. That assumption is simply wrong.

We believe that communities will be newly impacted by:

e airport development brought far closer to homes,
families and schools

e construction, bringing enormous disruption to the local
area

e more flights, both before and after expansion, with
associated noise and air quality challenges

® more traffic coming on to local roads due to planned
reconfiguration of routes

® more airline passengers parking in local roads to avoid
airport parking costs

® more taxi and private hire vehicles waiting in residential
roads with associated littering and annoyance to local
residents

¢ ecological impact on Staines Moor

¢ |oss of community spirit

e affect on property prices and being able to sell their
homes

ClIr lan Harvey, Leader of Spelthorne Borough Council,
said: “Whilst we recognise the economic benefits

that expansion can bring to the local area as well as
nationally, it is important that we continue to fight for
our residents to be properly compensated and left with
community legacy benefits. We must not be the poor
relation in terms of the compensation packages on offer
elsewhere.”

Leaflets were sent to residents in Stanwell and Stanwell
Moor in May to raise awareness of the likely impact

of Heathrow expansion and what the Council is asking
Heathrow to do to address it.

Spelthorne Borough Council welcomes the fact that
the Government is actively looking at rail access

to Heathrow, and recognises that this needs to

be addressed. We also welcome the fact that the
announcement says the Government is looking at
innovative solutions. As a major beneficiary, we
would expect Heathrow Airport Limited to contribute
financially to any final scheme.

We are promoting a proposal to introduce a
Southern Light Rail scheme (SLR) to open up
access to Heathrow from the entire south western
railway network. This would also improve access
to the airport for Spelthorne residents, including
those who work at the airport, and bring economic
opportunities to Staines town centre.

Light rail solutions for airport surface access have
been tried and tested across the globe with similar
schemes in locations such as Dubai, Bangkok,
Beijing and Vancouver. This technology is widely
recognised as a reliable, resilient and convenient
transport solution. This system could be constructed
quickly and in time to align with, or ahead of, the
airport expansion timetable.

A light rail proposal could offer a frequent service
from the existing station at Staines-upon-Thames
with prospective intermediate stops for airport park-
and-ride facilities. The construction cost would be
much lower than a heavy rail scheme and therefore
deliver a cost effective solution to meet Heathrow's
aim to improve access to the airport through greater
use of public transport.

The Government is currently looking at the options
and is expected to report back in the autumn.
More details will appear on our website and in the
Bulletin as the scheme develops.

Spelthorne Council has announced plans to build a new
leisure centre in the Knowle Green area of Staines-upon-

Thames.

Spelthorne Leisure Centre, the Council’s current facility in
Staines, has served the community well since it was initially
opened as a swimming pool in the 1960s before being
extended in the late 1980s to become a leisure centre.
However, customers’ leisure requirements have changed
over time and surveys have indicated that a considerable
investment would be needed to extend the life of the centre
beyond 2021.

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Houses in Multiple Occupation
(HMQOs) — the law is changing

The law has changed to expand HMO licensing, meaning
that from 1 October, houses in multiple occupation with
five or more people, regardless of the number of storeys
the building has, will need to be licensed. Currently

only HMOs with three or more storeys and five or more
people living there need to be licensed.

The aim is to give tenants more protection and safer
homes, and drive up standards in the private rented
sector.

A house in multiple occupation is a property occupied by
three or more people forming two or more households,
and there is usually some sharing of basic amenities such
as kitchens and bathrooms.

Spelthorne powers ahead
with solar panels

The Council has recently

installed solar panels at the o o
Community Centres in

Ashford (Fordbridge) and Staines-upon-Thames.

The renewable energy generated by the solar panels
will be used to run the centres, reducing the energy
required from the grid and contributing to the Council’s
ongoing work to reduce its own carbon emissions.

As well as providing a cheaper source of energy, the
power generated provides an income through the
Government's Feed-in Tariff, representing a net profit
of £90,000 over the 25 year lifespan of the panels.
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Spelthorne Takes Shape

The Council is currently working on a new Local Plan

which will detail how much development is needed in the
Borough over the next 15 years and where it should go. The
finished Local Plan will contain policies for deciding planning
applications and allocating sites for housing, commercial units
and other forms of development.

During May and June, the Council consulted on the first stage
of the new Local Plan, known as Issues and Options. The
consultation paper set out the key issues affecting Spelthorne
to 2035 and outlined the four strategic options the Council
will consider in order to meet the Borough’s needs. As well
as identifying the challenges and constraints, it also looked at
the opportunities for growth in Spelthorne.

Thanks to everyone who came along to the information
events and responded to the consultation. Our staff spoke

to lots of residents and gained a good understanding of the
local issues that are important to our communities. The
Council will now be developing ‘preferred options’ for the
new Local Plan, using feedback from the consultation, before
holding two more consultation stages. The plan will then be
submitted to the Secretary of State who will confirm if it can
be recommended for adoption.
