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What kinds of projects will it support? 
It will primarily support 
capital projects that provide 
community benefit and do not 
charge for access. Projects that 
will get the green light for funding 
include: 
• pocket parks 
• sports facilities 
• woodland walks 
• school grounds 
• hospice grounds 
• community gardens 
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Mandatory outcomes 
• Physical improvement of an 

open space 
Additional outcomes: 
• Improving wellbeing 
• Promoting physical activity 
• Protecting or improving 

biodiversity 
• Increasing community safety 
• Mitigating or adapting to 

climate change 
• Improving access to open 

spaces by under-represented 
groups 
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Who can apply? 
• Voluntary/community organisations 
• Registered charities 
• Health bodies 
• Parish/Town councils 
• Social enterprises 
• Community Interest Companies 
• Schools/Academies 
• Hospices 
• Local authorities and housing organisations 
• Other not-for-profit organisations may also be eligible

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How do projects win funding? 

1. After the application deadline, Groundwork UK uses a scoring 
system to shortlist 10 projects in each Tesco region to go 
through to a Tesco panel. 

2. The Tesco Panel is usually made up of up to five Tesco staff 
members, who choose 3 projects out of the shortlisted ones 
using a scoring and voting system. 

3. The three successful projects will then be voted on by 
customers in each Tesco store for a week to determine which 
one will win £8.000, £10.000 or £12.000.
